Students should be prepared to take tests that could include several types of questions, including true/false,
matching, multiple choice, short answer, and egsestions, as well as other forms of assessment. Above all, it is
important to be able to remember the details of what happens in the books; videos and Cliffs Notes or Spark Notes

It's time for our graduating
seniors to begin the experience of life after
high school. Once again, Palma High School
graduates have indicated their intention to
continue their education in colleges and
universities across the nation. This year the
most popular colleges among Palma students
are Fresno State (7), Cal Poly SLO (6), Chico
State (6). Sacramento State (4) and San
Francisco State (4). UCLA, Santa Clara and St.
Mary’s will each welcome 3 Palma grads next
fall.

COMPREHENSIVE REVIEW
FOR SOPHOMORES &JUNIORS

All Palma juniors and sophomores have
received a thorough academic review re-
port this quarter. The purpose of this
“academic audit” is to fully prepare these
students for their final year(s) at Palma
(and beyond). The following issues are
addressed in the report: career and college
aspirations; scheduling of SAT/ACT tests
and/or review of test results; identifica-
tion of academic deficiencies which need
to be corrected prior to graduation. Each
student received a his individualized re-
port, a copy of his most recent transcript, a
list of online resources. Students are en-
couraged to use these materials, along
with the publication, Getting Ready for
Life After High School (distributed to all
high school students in 9th grade and
again in 11th grade) to determine their
admission status for various colleges. A
copy of this report was also mailed to par-
ents of 10th and 11th graders.

REVOLUTION SAT-PREPTO
BE OFFERED NEXT FALL

Revolution Prep will again offer their on-
campus SAT-prep class next fall. The class
is comprised of two major components,
interactive lectures and practice exams.
Lectures review the math, reading and
writing skills as well as test taking
techniques for each problem type that will
allow students to recognize and attack
every question on the SAT. Students are
also given five practice exams that
simulate the official SAT as closely as
possible. Each week, students receive
detailed feedback and analysis of their
test, including specific essay comments,
which target the areas that need to be
improved. This experience gives students
the confidence and comfort level to
perform their best on test day. The class

schedule and details regarding sign-up
will be made available this summer.

AN IMPORTANT REMINDER

Fouryear colleges and universities will only
accept grades of “C” or better to meet college-
prep course requirements for admission. If
your son is planning to attend a four-year col-
lege, he must make-up any deficiencies prior to
graduation. Students taking summer school
courses to make-up “D”s and “F”s are reminded
that passing a §-credit course during summer
school will only replace one 5-credit semester
grade. In other words, a student failing both
semesters of Algebra 2, would need to register
for (and pass) 10 credits of Algebra 2 prior to
graduation. Also, remember that colleges re-
quire that incoming freshmen have completed
at least two years of the same foreign language.
This means that a student who completed one
year of Latin and one year of Spanish has not
met that requirement. Also, the CSU and Uni-
versity of California require completion of a
one-year (10 credit) course in a visual or per-
forming art prior to graduation. Palma stu-
dents now have a number of options for ac-
complishing this requirement.

COLLEGE VISITS CAN HELP
WITH A DIFFICULT DECISION

Students are encouraged to visit college
campuses this summer. “Team up” with
friends to explore various campuses, or
plan college visits with the family. Try to
visit colleges when classes are in session,
otherwise you may not gain a true “sense”
of the school’s environment. Make sure to
compare a variety of schools. The broader
your basis for comparison, the more con-
fident you will be in making that all im-
portant decision about which college or
university to attend.

Naviance is a web-based research
and planning tool for Palma
students and guidance
counselors. The website manages
individual students as they move

through the entire college
planning, application, and
decision process. Through
Naviance, counselors and

students can communicate about
pending deadlines and important
notices. Naviance is an important
resource for college and career
planning and can assist the
student with making informed
decisions about his future.
Naviance allows you to search for
colleges, compare academic stats,
research  careers and  find
scholarship opportunities. Each
student is provided with a
personal  access code  and
instructions for accessing the
Family Connection link.

Details about establishing
your account and accessing
the Family Connection will
be provided in the summer
mailing you receive from
Palma in July. Students and
families are encouraged to
sign-on and start
using this valuable
resource before
school begins
